Funding Priorities
Through a community needs assessment (available at ww.komentyler.org), we have identified the following funding priority areas:


Priority 1


Serve as a Third Party Administrator (TPA) to provide grant management of mammography screening and diagnostic procedures to underserved, uninsured or underinsured women.  Fees for services and medicines will be paid to the direct service provider by the TPA at a maximum of the Medicaid rate.  Provisions must be made for women who are insured but cannot afford the co-payment and other special payment situations.

Priority 2
Increase breast health awareness and access to services for Hispanic women.  This should include innovative projects in the areas of breast health and/or breast cancer education/outreach, screening, or treatment support projects targeting services not otherwise available to the medically underserved Hispanic populations of Smith County, Texas.
Priority 3
Increase breast health awareness and access to services for African American women.  This should include innovative projects in the areas of breast health and/or breast cancer education/outreach, screening, or treatment support projects targeting services not otherwise available to the medically underserved African American populations of Smith County, Texas.  
Priority 4
Innovative projects in the areas of breast health and/or breast cancer education/outreach, screening, or treatment support projects targeting women who are likely to move out of the continuum of care with education about the risks of not being routinely screened and the resources available in the community.  These projects should be targeted to, but not limited to, women ages 45-55 years.  
Grant Guidelines for all Applicants

Eligibility 

Applicants and institutions must conform to the following eligibility criteria to be considered for funding:

· Applicants must ensure that all past and current Komen-funded grants or awards are up-to-date and in compliance with Komen requirements.

· Institutions must be non-profit organizations and must show proof of 501 (c) 3 status.

· Applicants must be located in or providing services to Smith County. 
· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer.

Funding Information
Funds may be used for the following types of program expenses:

· Programs must be used exclusively for breast health and/or breast cancer (i.e. if a program is a combined breast and cervical cancer program, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion of the program).

· Meeting costs related to the program only (i.e. lodging, transportation).

· Supplies related to the program only.

· Travel related to the program only.

· Other direct program expenses related to the program

· Equipment costs, if applicable, may not exceed $5,000.00 and should be exclusively for the requested project.
· Salaries, if requested, are for personnel related to this project only and not general work of the employee or organization.  

· Rates for clinical services or patient care costs such as breast screening and diagnostic services (i.e. digital mammograms, biopsies, ultrasounds, etc) will be funded up to the current Smith County Medicaid rate.

Restrictions
Funds may not be used for the following purposes: 

· Medical or scientific research

· Scholarships or fellowships

· Construction or renovation of facilities

· Political campaigns or lobbying

· Endowments

· Debt Reduction

· Indirect Costs

· Event sponsorships

· Land acquisition, construction or renovation of facilities

Educational Materials and Messages
Susan G. Komen for the Cure® is a source of information about breast cancer for people all over the world.  To reduce confusion and reinforce learning, we require that grantees provide educational messages and materials that are consistent with those promoted by Komen for the Cure.  Grantees are eligible to receive preferred pricing for Komen educational materials. Deadline & Submission Requirements
All proposals must be type-written on plain, white, single-sided 8 ½ x 11 paper using 12-point font.  The pages should be numbered and each copy stapled in the top left corner.  No special packaging (binders, plastic covers, etc.) or additional material (videotapes, annual reports, brochures, etc.) should be included.  
Applications must be received on or before Thursday, February 2, 2012 at 2:00pm.  Late submissions will not be accepted.

Grant Period

The Komen grant period begins April 1 and runs though March 31 of each year. 
Review Process
Applications received complete and in compliance with the Affiliate’s guidelines will be submitted for review by a grant review panel established through the Affiliate’s local grant committee.  Each grant application will be reviewed by at least three independent reviewers.  They will consider each of the following selection criteria:

Impact:  Will the program have a substantial positive impact on breast cancer disparities and the priority area selected? 

Feasibility:  How likely is it that the objectives and activities will be achieved within the scope of the funded program?

Capacity:  Does the organization, Program Director and his/her team have the expertise to effectively implement all aspects of the program? Is the organization respected and valued by the target population?

Collaboration:  Does this program enhance collaboration among organizations with similar or complementary goals?

Sustainability:  Is the program likely to be sustained?  Is the impact likely to be long-term?

The review panel will recommend what programs should be granted to the Affiliate’s Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors will review the recommended programs and vote on programs to be funded.

The grant application process is competitive, whether or not an organization has received a grant in the past.  Funding in subsequent years is never guaranteed.

Award Notification

Announcement of grants awarded will be made before March 31, 2012.  Program Directors will be notified of the outcome by mail.
Number of Grants to be Awarded

Grant funding is contingent on funds raised.  The actual number of awards will depend on the amount of funding granted per program.  Additionally, funding will depend on the Grant Review Panel’s Recommendation to the Affiliate’s Board of Directors.

Partial Funding

Most grants approved by the Tyler Affiliate are fully funded.  However, the Tyler Affiliate may fund an application only after requesting and approving budget modification or may only fund a portion of the application.

Payment and Reporting

The first payment will be made no later than thirty (30) days after the receipt of the fully executed grant contract.  The first progress report for activities from April 1, 2012 to October 1, 2012 is due November 1, 2012.  The second half of funds will be distributed after the Affiliate has received a complete and satisfactory progress report.  A final report for activities from October 1, 2012 to March 31, 2013 is due May 1, 2013.  The reports can be downloaded at www.komentyler.org.

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Instructions for Completing the Request for Applications (RFA)
Applications should include the following:
A.
Grant Application Cover Page (form attached)
B.
Abstract Page (form attached)
The abstract should be limited to 1,200 characters, including spaces and punctuation (approximately 225 words).  The abstract should provide a brief description of the proposal including the following: 1) the purpose of the program; 2) a description of key activities; 3) a summary of evaluation methods; and 4) the likely impact of the program.  The signature of approving institutional personnel, other than the project director, is required.  

Programs that are selected for funding will have the abstract published by the Tyler Affiliate and National Susan G. Komen for the Cure.

C.
Program Description (limit – 8 pages):
1. Background:  Describe the organization’s history, mission, and goals. Describe current programs and recent accomplishments.

2. Statement of Need/Problem: Describe why the proposed project is needed.  Describe the population to be served. Review comparable programs offered in this service area and explain how this program is unique.

3. Goals and Objectives:  State the program goals and measurable objectives, including the number of people to be served.  Explain how the goals and objectives address the selected priority area.

4. Activities and Timeline: Describe the activities that will be conducted to accomplish the above goals and objectives.  Provide a realistic, month-by-month timeline for implementing the program.

5. Collaboration: Describe the other organizations or entities, if any, participating in the Program. 

6. Evaluation Plan:  Describe how you will measure that you are achieving the objectives and how you will assess the impact of the program on the priority area selected. 

7. Organizational Capacity:  Describe the organization’s experience serving the target population. Describe the other organizations, if any, participating in the program. Explain why your organization is best-suited to carry out the program.

8. Sustainability:  Explain how this program and its impact will be sustained long-term. What resources (financial, personnel, partnerships, etc.) will be needed to sustain this effort over time? How will those resources be secured?  Applicants should demonstrate that other sources of funding will be sought and used to support this project.
