Online registration is available at www.komentyler.org for $22. Pre-registration for the race for individuals is $25, or participants can register on race day for $30. For a $50 registration fee, the "In the Pink" package includes reserved parking, one race entry and a special gift. 

  Children, age 12 and younger, can register for $15. All registered children, ages 8 and under, are invited to participate in the kid's dash at 7:45 a.m. All will receive an award. 

All survivors are invited to a free breakfast at 7 a.m., and survivors will form a pink ribbon for a group photo at 7:30 a.m. The one mile co-ed fun run/walk begins at 8 a.m. while the 5K co-ed run/walk begins at 8:30 a.m. The awards ceremony starts at 9:45 a.m. 

 "Power of Ten" is new for 2008. The Race Committee invites East Texans to join them in participating in this effort to ask 10 people to donate $10 to benefit Komen projects. 

"Since this marks the race's 10th anniversary, it is even more meaningful. The additional benefit could add up to more $500,000 for breast cancer research, education, screening and treatment," Mrs. Peirce said.
